Budget will affect
Law Enforcement in
Wood Village

The preliminary budget for
Multnomah County contains cuts
to many county services
including the law enforcement
services provided by the
Sheri ff 6 ded @hdelerc e
Chair of the Board of County
Commissioners, presented his
recommended budget to the
county budget committee on
April 23. Although the county
intends to continue providing law
enforcement coverage to Wood

Village through December 31,
2010, the cuts to t
budget will reduce services to
our community. .

Among the many service
reductions proposed, the most
adverse impacts to the residents
of Wood Village may be the
following:  elimination of the
Special Narcotics Investigations
Unit (3 Deputies and 1
Sergeant); reduction in the East
County Gang Task Force (1
Deputy); reduction in the Metro
Child Abuse Team (1 Detective);
and elimination of one-half of the

Warrant  Strike Team (2
Deputies).

Ever Wonder Where
Your Recycling
Goes?

Recycling is taken to a material
recovery facility (MRF), where it
is sorted into separate materials
and items that
removed. At a typical MRF the
mixed items in the recycling roll
carts are unloaded in large bays
and fed on to conveyor belts
where  the first  material
separated is cardboard.

Cardboard is carried over
rotating screens and onto
another conveyor belt, while
other recyclables fall through the
screens. Workers are stationed
at the conveyor belt to pick out
the few non-cardboard items
that accidently make it through.

All the other mixed recycling
goes through additional screens.
Paper is separated out next
using air jets to blow the papers
onto an upper conveyor belt,
while metals and plastics drop
down to a lower conveyor belt.
The paper then passes under
rotating magnets that take out
tin cans or other steel materials
that made it through. Next an
eddy current separator uses
electrically charged currents to
eject aluminum cans from the
conveyor. The separated

materials are compacted into
bales and transported to
markets.

Examples of these markets are
the paper mills right here in the
Northwest that receive bales of
recycled paper to make
newsprint and other paper
products.

Why plastic bags
and broken glass
cause problems

Plastic bags wrap around the
rotating screens and get tangled
in the equipment. This causes
the sorting system to fall,
preventing the machines from
separating the materials out. It

labor hours per day to unclog
sorting equipment.

Glass bottles and jars should be
kept separate from mixed
recycling. These break and
shards are too difficult to sort out
of recycling. These break and
shards are too difficult to sort out
of recycling. Broken glass also
poses a health risk to workers
and causes expensive damage
to equipment. Recycle glass
separately in your Curby bin.

2009-10 CITY OF WOOD VILLAGE
BUDGET MESSAGE

Oregon Local Budget Law requires each governmental entity to prepare and adopt an annual balanced budget. A
budget is a financial plan containing estimates, of revenues and expenditures by fund for a single fiscal year.

A Budget Committee comprised of the five City Council members and five citizen volunteers, reviews and
approves the proposed budget and the tax rate levy. The City Council may make limited adjustments to the
approved budget before adoption in June.

This past year has been a world-wide financial roller-coaster ride, with huge drops in equity, large losses of jobs
and businesses, unprecedented levels of foreclosures and uncertainty in abundance. Due to Wood Village’s
historically prudent and wise use of the taxpayer’s dollars, we are fortunate to be in a position of relative safety in
these chaotic economic times.

e  Our major income is from property taxes, which is fairly stable due to Measure 50.

e Our General Fund has absolutely no outstanding debt, so we can use our resources for current expenses
rather than paying principal and interest on prior purchases. (Think of this as credit card debt: Wood
Village has no monthly payments for credit card debt, whereas all our neighbors have monthly payments
on their credit cards.)

e Most of our homes are modest with long-term residents and mortgages, making foreclosures less of a
threat to Wood Village than other larger, growing communities with high-end houses that are sitting empty
because people can’t afford them.

With the financial future so difficult to read, the Budget Committee Members wisely suggested continuing Wood
Village’s careful course of maintaining the reserves we have worked so diligently to accumulate. Therefore, this
budget has been planned to only utilize current revenues and carryover monies for one project for expenditures
during FY 2009-10.

To meet this ‘easier-said-than-done’ objective, all capital purchases that have been deemed deferrable have been
postponed. Raises for employees have not been incorporated for this fiscal year, only a 3.4% Cost of Living
Increase is included, using the Portland Urban Wage Earner CPI (Cost Price Index). Increases in health insurance
costs have been split between the City and the employees.

The budget is comprised of five funds. Below are the current year (08-09) and upcoming year (09-10) expenditures
by fund, along with the percentage change. Funds are strictly limited: they cannot go over budget and money
earned or budgeted in one fund cannot be moved to another fund. (i.e. Water user fees can only be used to pay for
water fund expenses)

The General Fund, is the major operating fund for the City and includes such organizational units as general
government, administration, parks, and public works management. The general government unit is comprised of
city council activities and the administration unit includes executive, city recorder, finance, public safety contracts,
building permit, land use planning and zoning, and economic development services.
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The proposed budget for the General Fund is supported by a variety of revenue sources with the most significant
receipts coming from property taxes estimated at $756,000 and motel taxes estimated at $95,000.
