Wood Village residents and
businesses can all take
satisfaction in the effort we made
to support the Sheriff in fighting
cuts to the law enforcement
budget requested by Chair
Wheeler. In talking with the
Sheriff and others, it seems the
testimony and other activities of
the  “Support Our  Sheriff”
Coalition had a decisive impact
on the process and outcome.

“SOS’s” time and financial
investment was worthwhile in
helping to keep our elected
officials informed that law
enforcement and public safety is
our highest  priority  for
government.

If you haven’t seen it in the news,
a recent phone call from Chair
Wheeler informed me the
financial study of the law
enforcement services provided to
Wood Village has been completed
and shows the County is receiving
fair compensation for the services
provided. Wheeler further gave
assurance that the County will
continue  services in  Wood
Village through December 2011
and beyond.

The City Council and 1 are
pleased with the affirmation the
County is receiving a fair value
for services rendered. We have
enjoyed a very satisfactory long
term  relationship  with  the
Sheriff’s Office and believe the

quality,  responsiveness  and
professionalism of the Sheriff’s
Office Deputies is second to none.

Public Works
Department Manages
Multiple Projects

This has been a busy season for
the Wood Village Public Works
Department and everyone else
who lived through the City Hall
remodel. A normal year would
see one or maybe two major
projects in addition to regular
departmental ~ duties.  While
continuing to provide safe
drinking water, operate and
maintain the sewer collection
system, keeping the park
attractive, cleaning and
maintaining streets, as well as
supporting  development by
issuing building permits and a
host of other things, the
department also managed the
following projects:

Expansion and updating of
Reservoir No. 1: The reservoir
capacity was increased from
250,000 gallons to 500,000
gallons, seismic upgrades were
completed and a new liner was
installed along with some new
piping and level  sensing
equipment. The result will be
better storage for fire fighting and
increased system capacity for the
future.

Construction of the Sandy
Boulevard Force Main: This
facility will increase the capacity
of the trunk line to move
wastewater to the Gresham
treatment plant The line is shared
with the City of Fairview and
during heavy rain and thaw events

it can become surcharged which
may cause sewage spills. The new
force main will prevent any
potential surcharging problems
and consists of a 10” force main,
wet wells, pumps and stand-by
power.

Remodel of City Hall: The
building has received a long
overdue facelift along with new
energy efficient windows, roof
and new conference rooms, ADA
restrooms and a new entry to
better serve our citizens . Thank
you for your patience during
construction; please stop by to see
your freshly remodeled City Hall.

Flow monitoring: It is necessary
to  properly  manage the
wastewater collection system to
know where flows originate. New
flow monitoring equipment will
assist in determining whether the
collection  system is  sized
correctly and where critical flows
originate so appropriate actions
can be taken.

Wetland Preserve and
Environmental Learning
Center: This project will enhance
the wetlands in the City Park,
improve stream quality in Arata
Creek and result in an open air
classroom (environmental
learning center). The plantings
and signage will further enhance
the park experience. About the
time we were ready to begin
construction it was discovered
that an Archeological survey was
necessary. Once the survey is
done and the agencies involved
have been satisfied we still should
be able to begin work this year.

Arata Road to Halsey Street
sewer line upgrade: This project
has been challenging. The
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existing sewer line has been
determined to be undersized and
in need of bringing up to future
City requirements. Unfortunately,
its  alignment along the east
property line of the Baptist
Church, prohibits the wuse of
normal sewer line construction
techniques and has caused us to
explore alternatives that have
taken time, money
and effort that is abnormal for a
project this size. We are pursuing
the project to its completion to
realign and upsize the line with
new pipe and manholes to meet
future needs.

County Sidewalk Project: The
County  received  American
Revitalization and Recovery Act
funds to construct sidewalks from
NE 238" Dr. to NE 244" Ave. on
Halsey Street. The project will
result in sidewalks and parallel
parking along Halsey on the entire
north side and from NE 244"
Ave. to the City Park entrance.
The City also received federal
funding to install underground
storm drainage from the Park
entrance to Birch Ave. and
continue the sidewalk work as
funds allow. Further cooperation
between the City and the County
to use Community Development
Block Grant funds will result in
the installation of a pollution
control facility to  filter
stormwater originating east of
238" Dr. This project will take
place while the sidewalks are
being  constructed and s
scheduled for December, 20009.

Over 1300 surveys were sent out
and 145 were completed and
returned (an 11% return rate)..

This survey is important for many
reason. Most importantly, it:

e provides information on the
perception of crime compared
to actual crime statistics;

e provides information on the
issues of most importance to
the people we serve;

e Gives vital information about
what we are doing well and
where we need improvementt

I have personally reviewed all of
the data, read every comment and
am identifying strategies to
address many of the concerns
raised and assure you that we are
proactively addressing many of
these areas already. Additionally,
I will be examining ways we can

better communicate with Wood
Village residents in order to
enhance public safety and
livability ~ through accurate
information  sharing.  Strong
community policing concepts
only work when there is a line
of communication between law
enforcement and citizens that
goes both ways.

The mission of the Multhomah
County Sheriff’s Office vision is
“Exemplary service for a safe,
livable community”. This isn’t
just a saying; it is what is
expected of each of our deputies
and our agency as a whole. In my
effort to provide exemplary
service to the citizens of Wood
Village | will be addressing and
elaborating on areas referenced in
the survey and focusing on
specific issues of interest in
upcoming editions of The Village
News.

City Council Focuses on
Community Design and
Neighborhood Quality

After spending a great deal of time
in recent years modernizing
development standards and
upgrading public infrastructure
systems, the Wood Village City
Council is now focusing on various
elements of urban and residential
design that will one day attract
investors to the City.

The first initiative is the
creation of a Vertical Housing
Development Zone that
encompasses the Halsey Street
corridor and the Town Center. This
zone will encourage mixed-use
construction  (commercial  and
residential) and should be in place
by the end of this year. The next
major initiative is the creation of an
Urban Renewal District that would
comprise the Town Center and
commercial and residential areas
that could benefit from
redevelopment.

The City is currently compiling a
list of potential public
improvements and development
incentives that could be paid from
urban renewal district revenues. A
draft list of urban renewal projects
and programs will be open for
public comment and discussed by
the City Council by spring, 2010.

The Council has also invested time
in studying the benefits of an
innovative residential neighborhood
design referred to as “cottage-style”
housing.

Under this type of development, a
few smaller homes share common
use facilities such as parking, guest
rooms, open spaces, or a recreation
center.  This design offers an
affordable alternative to row
housing and has seen success in
several markets among a wide
range of age classes. Such a design
could also be applied to a group of

artisans who would live in single-
family housing and share a
common guild area
for manufacturing that could
include a paint shop, foundry, kiln,
pottery wheels, or
other equipment.  An ordinance
implementing cottage-style housing
will be considered by the City
Council at their regular meeting on
Tuesday, September 15, at 6:00 pm,
at City Hall, which is located at the
corner of NE 238" Drive and NE
Halsey Street.  Please plan to
participate in  this community
discussion. The City Council
would like to hear from you!

The City is taking additional steps
to improve neighborhoods. The
Council  recently enacted an
ordinance that allows the City to
declare certain properties a chronic
nuisance and provides enforcement
tools to expedite compliance. In
the coming months the Council will
also be considering a program to
inspect rental housing units and a
community pride award
recognizing property owner efforts
to beautify their property and that
of their neighborhood.

The City would like to remind
property owners of their
responsibility to maintain their
property, including the adjoining
right-of-way, to a high standard.
Properties that are not maintained
are more likely to be targets of
vandalism and crime, reduce
property values in the
neighborhood, and have a
detrimental effect on the quality of
life in the neighborhood.
