accidents and injuries.
Following  simple  safety
guidelines mixed with

common sense will help you
make the most out of your
Halloween.

When we think of Halloween
we think of kids eager to help
create jack-o-lanterns.
Inexpensive carving kits are
readily available and often
come with tiny saws that
work better and are a little
safer than knives, but can still
cause i njury

Make sure
that the eye holes are large
enough for good field of
vision. Props for costumes
can still be dangerous even if
the tip is plastic or rubber; be
sure the tips are smooth and
flexible enough to not cause

injury if fallen on. Putting
reflective tape
costume will make them
more  visible to cars,

especially after dark.

Parents of trick-or-treating
kids can get so caught up in
the fun themselves they may
forget simple safety rules. Be
careful when crossing streets
and carry a light stick to
make you more visible too.
Also, use a flashlight on dark
sidgwalksamdeavalkwaygst

If you are not able to go trick
or treating; have them go with
a teen-aged sibling or
another adult you know and
trust. If there is no other
alternative, it may be best for
your children to go out during
the daylight hours

If they go trick-or-treating
without you, decide the
route they will take in
advance. Make sure they
know not to cut through
back all eys,
yards or fields.

Finally, explain the difference
between a Hadlloween tricko
and vandalism.  Smashing
pumpkins and throwing eggs
at a house may seem like fun
at the time, but they need to
know the consequences of
such behavior. The clean up
and damages can ruin
Halloween for everyone.

In recent years we have seerj
many improvements to the
Donald L. RobertsonCity
Park. Children are often seen
playing on the structures.
The new restrooms and
covered picnic area are also
well used and make a great
venue for family gatherings
or special events. The Metro
bond measure for Parks has
allowed the City to restore
wetland areas and begin
construction on an outdoor
learning center. Additional
park improvements are being
considered, including a
gazebo, extending electrical
power to the ball field area,
and installing a par course,
which would provide exercise
stations at wvaous points
along the soft jogging trail.

Multnomah County has gone
through the bidding and
awarding phase of two
projects on NE Halsey Street
that will provide a safe
walking environment from
local neighborhoods to the
park, some additional en
street pe&ing and a safer,
better looking fence adjacent
to the street. These two
projects should begin
constructionwithin the next
few months

As mentioned above, Metro
has provided funding for
enhancing the wetlands,

wildlife habitat and creek

banks througbut the park.

The cities of Wood Village,
Gresham, Troutdale and
Fairview have partnered to
provide loca businesses with
a cost saving program to have
their private  stormdrains
cleaned. The Stormdrain
Cleaning Assistance Program
(SCAP) is voluntary and
helps businesses keep their
private stormdrain cleaning
costs low while protecting
public water quality inthe
process.

Just in time for the fall rain, a
clogged stormdrain  can
become a problem for the
busi ness owner
had the catchbasins in their
parking lot cleared of debiris.

Most businesses are not
aware that they are
responsible for cleaning

private stormdrains on their
property. If stormdrainsd

the metal grates seen in
business parking lots, also

called catchbasin®d ar enot

cleaned, pollutants that build
up on road surfaces are
flushed without treatment into

groundwater, local creeks and
streans. By keeping drains

cleaned, businesses prevent
flooding, driving hazards in

parking lots and streets as
well as protecting the creeks
and streams.
